Since the elections in Tampere 2008, EMF Board looks to work on a solid base with member nations, 
championship organizers and officials. Using available technology (as skype and internet) we could  
save money and keep working on a very good level. The Board members had the opportunity to have 
a physical meeting in May 2009, same place as the Senior Nations Cup in Lamego (Portugal). This 
meeting was supported by the Portuguese Federation, the community and the local club. The second 
meeting was planned to be in England. This was the opportunity for the board to have contact with a 
MOS competition and it was the opportunity to have a meeting with BMGA ï Britsh Mini Golf 
Association trying to help them to increase minigolf as a sport. Due the volcano problem this meeting 
was cancelled. 
 
Using live results systems like Bangolf Arena (Sweden), Minigolf Result System (Finland) and 
publishing articles and photos on facebook, youtube, minigolfnews and all the existing minigolf forums, 
we can say that in the last two years, minigolf is more and more close to the public, everyone 
interested on minigolf can find more articles, more results and lots of photos and videos about our 
sport. 
 
With the WMF support and the knowledge of the Portuguese Federation, it was possible to spread the 
opportunity for federations, clubs and all minigolf fans to work on a project named Mini&Golfi. This 
project developed by the Portuguese Federation, is the opportunity to teach minigolf to the childrenôs 
during school activities. Developing this project on schools you will have more club members and 
more young players. To make it possible to be used internationally, it was decided to translate the 
information on several languages and to spread to everybody; with this decision each volunteer could 
adjust the project to the rules and laws of each nation. Now that the hard work is done you are very 
welcome to participate and develop minigolf for schools in your home town and your country.  
My advice is: start Mini&Golfi in your town, maximum two schools, learn how to solve the difficulties of 
the first steps and after one year you will find very easy to work on a regional and national level. You 
will have lots of fun working with childrenôs, they like minigolf, they will love your work.  
 
I would like to thank all the minigolf friends (board members, organizers, member nations, officials, 
and others..), for their work as volunteers, dedication and commitment during the last two years. One 
more time I could learn with you, we found solutions for each different problem and all together we 
could rise minigolf to a higher level.  
 
I would like to continue working for EMF supporting the member nations and continuing the 
development of minigolf as a sport, I hope to have your confidence for next elections in Predazzo and 
to have the honour to continue working with all of you.

The main uncertainty ï as I see it ï in the budget is the income from sponsor, which over the 2 years 
is taken to account with EUR 12.400.

If the delegateôs conference should reelect me to the coming board of EMF it will be an honor for me 
to continue my work in the board.  
 
If you should reelect me you ought to know: 
 

¶ The financial matters are in responsible and professional hands ï although payments sometimes 
are not done as quickly as they ought to.

¶ I will work for transparency and democracy in the decision making processes in EMF. 

¶ I will work for EMF to become an independent organization with power to make its own decisions 
ï that is decide all maters concerning the European minigolf nations inside the general guidelines 
given by a WMF!  

 
On the long term ï as minigolf hopefully grows ï I think/believe that it will be necessary/ optimal to 
reorganize WMF ï when this happens I believe that WMF only should have the continental 
federations as members and not each member state.

Now itôs six years working for European Minigolfsport Federation (EMF). 2004 you have voted me to 
fulfil the requirements of this office. I hope over all these years I really could do my best for this 
important job inside EMF ï in interpretation of modern sport policy. And always in cooperation with 
WMF and especially the technical commission of WMF. Although we often had different opinions in 
WMF-TC we always found common objectives for the future. Itôs a pleasure to represent Europe in this 
hard working commission.  
 
We found conclusions in the important step of changing the tournament system to match play knock-
out for single Championships, In many cases discussed but at least an important change to a modern, 
selecting and media-friendly system. Even a nation like Sweden who have had some disadvantages 
with this system nowadays welcome match play knock-out by majority in the national squad! 
But this discussion is a living one and we will continue to grow and not to stagnate in this discussion. 
We found conclusions on new time penalties with time fouls, chain calls and coach violation. 
We found conclusions on worldwide international sport rules changes at all, or for example new MOS 
rules.  
We found conclusions on new education programs, new coach education, and offer a new referee 
education. The list could go on and on.  
 
At the moment we try to promote MOS system. We would like to implement the MOS family more and 
more into the whole Minigolf family. For 2011 there is a ñWorld Adventuregolf Mastersò in the pipeline. 
Applications for this WMF-TC supervised tournament are already welcome. So the work continues and 
itôs still fun to work together with the other members of EMF board. Thank you very much for all the 
contribution and support during the last six years of work! 
 
For my part I would like to continue the important work for EMF and it would be a honour to be elected 
again at Delegates Conference in August in Italy. But I think my work as sport-officer is done. For now 
more than ten years I have worked inside the several sport commissions of EMF and WMF. And I can 
say there we have changed a lot to give our interesting sport a modern and media-like adjustment, like 
I already wrote. 
 
I would like to continue my EMF work as media manager. We must use the new sport directions and 
opportunities to push more and more the media work.

Depending on willingness and 
ability of the organizers the audiences saw fair to great tournaments. But in all 
tournaments everybody could witness: the excellence of seniors minigolf sport is as 
tremendous as among the younger classes! 
 
This leads to the other issue of my work that I have to intensify: 
Although about 50% of all active players are seniors, in some nations they are only 
welcome as paying members. Seniors are not seen as top ranking sportsman but they are! 
The main problem in most countries seems to be the decreasing amount of money from 
sports federations or governments. Contributions for minigolf, when accepted as sport at 
all, will be given for juniors or general class. 
 
As the Mini&Golfi project for future juvenile minigolf enthusiasts, similar projects like 
ñMinigolf comes to youò for aged people in Vienna (AUT) may lead to more players and 
financial assistance too. Promoting such ideas anywhere must be one of my future tasks. 
During my first term as a member of the TC, I learned how EMF works internally and 
found companions who are working their way towards the same targets. 
 
Iôd like to thank all people that helped me to conquer the struggles, and I ask for pardon 
not to mention them by name as there have been many and I donôt want to put one asideé 
Iôm looking forward to a challenging next term full of great moments.
